Title 5 Inspections:
Title 5 inspections were reviewed for 35 Geordie Lane, 35 Dogwood Rd. N, 52 Simonds Hill Rd.

Helgerson Septic:

Helgerson Septic had come to town on July 30, 2014 to pump a septic on Natty Pond Road. After
receiving the pumping records, it was noted that he did not comply with town regulations and get a
license to haul. The BOH office called Mr. Helgerson and spoke to him regarding the oversight of a lack
of license. Mr. Helgerson did not want to comply. A letter was sent on August 21, 2014. Mr. Helgerson
has until September 4, 2014 to comply or our office will refer him to the DEP.

6 Brigham Street:

There was a complaint issued at the BOH office stating that a strong odor was coming from the area of
the leech field at 6 Brigham Street. A letter went out on August 21, 2014 stating that a complaint was
made and he needed to get in touch with the office to let us know what is going on. Mr. Jackson called
the office today, August 26™. Mr. Jackson stated that he had his septic pumped in 2008 and will make
an appointment today with Moschetti to pump it out asap. Mr. Jackson stated that he would call us
when it was done and bring us in the paperwork for our files. Mr. Jackson stated that the BOH is
welcome to go inspect his septic.

Old Boston Turnpike Road:

Dave Perry installed a septic on 47 Old Boston Turnpike Road. The installation went well. The
inspection passed. The homeowners called because the loam is not finished, no seeding, and the slope
on one portion of the property needs to be fixed. The BOH office sent a letter to Dave Perry. Mr. Perry



did call Chairman Larson and stated that he would go over and get this done. The homeowner said they
would let the BOH know as soon as it is completed.

Emergency Preparedness:

Jason Moury, the BOH intern, produced a survey for Town residents to fill out either on our website or a
paper copy which allows the proper departments, ie police, BOH, fire, to have pertinent information
about a resident, ie limitations, medications, etc, that would need to be addressed in an emergency.
The Board suggested we ask Forrest Price, our emergency preparedness coordinator, to look it over and
see if there is anything he would add to the survey or if it is good as it is. If Forrest agrees with all the
questions, we will post the survey to our website and bring paper copies to the library and the COA. If
the survey is filled out online, it will come directly to our email at the BOH. The information which is
gathered will be placed in a file on secure computers in the BOH office as well as the Police Department.

Discussion:

Field Day is coming up on September 6, 2014 and last year we had handed out little bags filled with
crayons, stickers, tissues, wetnaps, etc.,. We would like to do this again this year using the Holden
Hospital account. Last year, we also had a raffle.
